Installation

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OPERATING INSTRUCTIONS

• �Upon startup, the LED display will show UP while the unit is 
heating up.

• �After the unit is sufficiently heated, the LED display will show a 
number between 1 to  512, meaning the unit is ready for use. 

• �If fluid has not passed through the hose for 30 seconds, the 
machine will turn off and the LED display will blink showing  
“- -”. Power cycle and fill the tank to resume use. 

• �Attach the wired controller to the 5 pin jack labeled 
“WIRED” on the back of the device. 

• �Press the button on the center of the wired controller to 
emit fog. 

• �Press the button again to stop emitting fog.

• �Attach the wireless remote control receiver to the 5 pin jack labeled “WIRELESS” on the back 
of the device. 

• �Press and hold the button on the center of the wireless controller to emit fog.

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DMX OPERATION

To clean the surface, use a soft, dry cloth or a brush.  
Do not use cleaning agents or chemical solutions on the surface. 
Avoid deposits and residue by using Venue Fog Machine Cleaner.  
Do not attempt to open the device for cleaning.
Run the device every 3 months to prevent build up and dust accumulation.

1. Turn off and unplug the device from power. 
2. Open the fuse holder and remove the faulty fuse with a suitable screwdriver carefully.
3. Replace a new fuse of the indicated type.
4. Push the fuse holder back into its proper position

Disconnect the device from power and let the device cool before cleaning

4. �On the DMX controller, set the channel that corresponds to the number on the fog machine display to 
send a value greater than 0. This will trigger the fog machine to emit fog. Setting the channel value to 0 
will stop emitting fog.

1. �Connect the DMX output of the DMX controller or the DMX output of another DMX-controlled unit to the 3 
pin DMX input jack labeled “IN”.

2. �Connect additional DMX-controlled units through the DMX “OUT” jack if desired. The DMX “OUT” port 
has a locking mechanism. To remove the plug, press the PUSH lever.

3.  DMX address setting:

To set the DMX channel, press the  <MENU> button below the display. Use the       and      buttons to set 
the desired DMX channel between 1 and 512. . Press the <ENTER> button to confirm the DMX channel.
